Remembrance
Day honours people who have served in conflicts and peacekeeping missions, particularly those who
gave their lives. Remembrance Day events include:

e Aservice held prior to 11.00am

e A one or two minute silence at 11.00am (this was originally two minutes but is often
shortened to one minute)

e The wearing of poppies as a symbol of remembrance.
